
 
PROTECT YOURSELF 

 
Now that you’ve worked to eliminate the      
mosquitoes’ breeding grounds, here are some 
ways to protect yourself from being bitten by a 
mosquito 
 
• Inspect all window and door screens to be 
sure they’re “bug tight.” 

 
• Stay indoors at the times when mosquitoes 
are most prevalent:  morning, dusk, and 
early evening. When you are outdoors, 
cover up with long pants and a long-sleeved 
shirt. 

 
• Use insect repellents. Repellents deter   
mosquitoes from biting when applied prop-
erly to exposed skin and clothing.

o adult mosquitoes

 will not hide 

there. 

Standing water means you could 
be raising mosquitoes! 

 
          Adult flying mosquitoes often rest in 
tall grass and shrubbery, but they cannot 
develop there.  All mosquitoes need water to 
complete their life cycle. 
 
 
          Some mosquitoes lay their eggs in 
standing water where they hatch in just a 
day or two.  Other mosquitoes may lay their 
eggs in old tires, tin cans, or other water 
holding containers.  The eggs may remain 
un-hatched for weeks or even months until 
they are covered with water! 
 
 
          So, after any significant rainfall       
remember to remove any standing water 
from your yard and help keep mosquitoes 
from hatching.
